Payment Processing Sees Slight Change
	 Effective March 1, 2010, ICAP 
will begin processing payments for An-
niversaries, Endorsements and Bonds 
as electronic debits.
	 When a check is provided for 
payment, ICAP will use the check in-
formation to make a one-time electron-
ic fund transfer from the designated 
bank account.
	 Issuance of a check will serve 
as authorization for ICAP to process an 
electronic fund transfer (pursuant to 
NACHA, the electronic Payments As-
sociation, regulatory rules and Regula-
tion E); however, ICAP may continue 
to process payments as check transac-
tions when requested.
	 This change will not incur any 

additional fees or measures on part of 
the Member.
	 Rather, it will simply improve 
the efficiency with which payments are 
handled.
	 In addition, this processing 
change will serve as a form of financial 
security for ICAP Members.
	 Upon processing, payments 
will display as automated clearing 
house (ACH) debits on the next bank 
statement and all checks will be de-
stroyed.
	 This will not only protect ac-
count information but will also ensure 
recurring debits do not occur.
	 Because each fund transfer 
will be a one-time occurrence, bank 

account information will not be stored 
and Members must issue a check any 
time a payment is to be initiated.

ICAP Benefits: Who is a Member?
	 As has been mentioned in 
previous ICAP newsletters, the As-
sociation of Iowa Fairs unanimously 
endorsed ICAP in March 2009.
	 ICAP is thrilled to provide 
coverage to Iowa Fair Boards and, 
over the course of the last year, 
has tailored loss control services 
and risk management resources to 
match their specific needs.
	 ICAP provides broad cov-
erage to its Members but not all par-
ties are covered in all circumstances.
	 The Legal Defense and 
Claim Payment Agreement (LD-
CPA) not only outlines the benefits 
provided to ICAP Members but also 
sets forth which individuals and or-
ganizations are entitled to receive 
them.
	 Section II of the LDCPA 
defines a “Member” as not only 
the entity and its governing body, 
Boards, Commissions, or Councils, 
but also1: 
B. while acting on your behalf or in 
your interest, any past, present of 
future:
1.	 member of your Governing 

Body, Boards, Commissions or 
Councils;

2.	 elected or appointed official;
3.	 employee acting within the 

scope of their employment;
4.	 volunteer or student who per-

forms a service for you at your 
request; or

5.	 volunteer fire company, volun-
teer ambulance service or other 
volunteer emergency services 
entity.

	 Generally speaking, inde-
pendent contractors hired by ICAP 
Members to perform work or servic-
es do not fall within the definition 
of Member and therefore need to 
have their own insurance coverage 
in place.

	 According to the IRS, the 
general rule is that an individual is 
an independent contractor if “the  
person for whom the services are 
performed has the right to control 
or direct only the result of the work 
and not the means and methods of 
accomplishing the result.”
	 As a hypothetical example, 
let’s say a fair board hires an inde-
pendent contractor to perform elec-
